The
Gerd Doring Award, given annually to an exceptional early career young European scientist, was
presented to Livia Delpiano for her paper, “Dynamic regulation of airway surface liquid pH by
TMEM16A and SLC26A4 in cystic fibrosis nasal epithelia with rare mutations”.

The ECFS continues its tradition of awarding grants to young researchers based on the merit of
their submitted abstracts. This year, we granted 3 Young Investigator Awards and were
delighted to present these awards to Ranmal Avinash Bandara, Johan Sergheraert and Irene
Tomarelli at the Closing Ceremony. We were also happy to support 20 young researchers with a
Travel Grant.
