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What was your research question?
What are the effects of elexcaftor/tezacaftor/ivacaftor (ELX/TEZ/IVA) in two patients with
history of liver transplant?

Why is this important?
ELX/TEZ/IVA has potential for clinical benefits for patients with cystic fibrosis, but it was not
previously studied in patients with a history of liver transplant. Since it has potential side
effects that affect the liver, it is important to work to understand more about how that might
impact transplant patients.

What did you do?
Two patients with cystic fibrosis and history of liver transplant received ELX/TEZ/IVA.

What did you find?

Both patients experienced clinical benefits after starting ELX/TEZ/IVA, including improvement
in lung function and nutritional status. Both also had delayed events related to liver function,
but it is unclear whether they were related to ELX/TEZ/IVA.
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What does this mean and reasons for caution?

This is the first published report of experience with giving ELX/TEZ/IVA to patients who have
previously had a liver transplant, but only describes a small number of patients.

What’s next?

Additional reports of patients with a history of transplant would continue to add to the
published literature and provide more experience in this patient population.
